No doubts of comparison, no fears of disease, and no regrets of deceit. The last thing you ever want is to wonder if there was a better experience with someone else, because the topic will come up! Then, you can live a miserable lie, or deal with the loss in hurt. These are the scars that stay with you and rob you of the satisfaction with which you were looking for at the first.

This is why the topic of sexual orientation is more important than you think.

Everything other than pure love in marriage, is just perversion. Or “fornication”, the façade that leads to total dissatisfaction. Maybe that’s why Mick sings ‘ I can’t get no satisfaction’. I am sure Howard Stern is in the runner up position. The lie of what is called love by the world, leads to a dissatisfying addiction, no different than drugs, or alcohol. Ask the battered whore still looking for a relationship, the porn star wanting something meaningful, rather than a paid performance. By the way Pamela got her pay, HIV. Or the group sex that led to bi-sex, that led to homosex.? And that is the epitome of inconvenience.

Even though this is the expectation of all Christians…this is like CHRIST loved the church. The other in parenthesis is the expectation of man. The fulfillment of the divorce contract !
